close reading of today’s Gospel prompts us to ask: If
most of us were dreaming up the greatest event in
history, wouldn’t we have made it more exciting? A
little fanfare would have gotten the message out to the
world and nipped future skepticism in the bud. Yet
this is not what God did. The account of Jesus’
resurrection has no fanfare; in fact, it is not an account
of a resurrection at all. It is a story of an empty tomb
discovered by a woman from whom Jesus had cast out
seven demons (cf. Lk 8:2), and two
fishermen. Awestruck by the simplicity of
these circumstances, we are inspired to adore
the profound humility of God who invites —
_but never forces — us to respond to him in
faith.

Although we cannot know exactly why
God chose to arrange the events this way,
today’s second reading offers a hint: “For you have
died,” writes St. Paul, “and your life is hidden with
Christ in God.” This world which we consider
home, and everything that comes to mind when we
say “my life” — these are only shadows of the life
that 1s found in Christ alone. Like the disciples in
the Gospel, we are meant to gaze past the outward
appearances of our mundane and sometimes pain-
filled lives and, with the eyes of faith, place our
hope in the true /ife that comes from God. But how
often we forget! How often we live as if this world
were all there was, without hope for eternal life!
We are not alone in forgetting God’s promises;
Mary Magdalene and the disciples do not seem to
expect Jesus’ resurrection — even though he had
repeatedly predicted it. At the tomb, they sought a
dead body; but Jesus wished to offer them #his life.
We, likewise, must desire and seek his life by
laying aside everything that does not lead us to
him.

REJOICE: Alleluia! Christ is risen! Although we
don’t place our hope in this life, marking the Church’s
feasts in our homes and families can inspire us to seek
“what is above” by giving us a foretaste of the joys of
heaven. Today through next Sunday, as we celebrate
the “Easter Octave,” every day is Easter Day! Use
simple reminders — decorations, an extra treat, an
additional time of prayer — to rejoice each day of the
Octave.

20° de Abril (He 10:34a, 37-43 | Col 3:1-4 | Jn 20:1-9)

CRECER COMO DISCIPULO:
ORA, ESTUDIA, PARTICIPA, SIRVE

Tras afios (y, para muchos de nosotros, décadas)
celebrando la Pascua, puede que no seamos conscientes
de la singularidad de los relatos de la Resurreccion. Pero
una lectura atenta del Evangelio de hoy nos lleva a
preguntarnos: Si la mayoria de nosotros estuviéramos
sofiando con el acontecimiento mas grande de la historia,
(no lo habriamos hecho mas emocionante? Un poco de
fanfarria habria difundido el mensaje al mundo y atajado
de raiz el escepticismo futuro. Sin embargo, esto no fue
lo que hizo Dios. El relato de la resurreccion de Jests no
tiene fanfarria; de hecho, no es en absoluto un relato de
resurreccion. Es la historia de una tumba vacia
descubierta por una mujer de la que Jests habia
expulsado siete demonios (cf. Lc 8,2) y dos pescadores.
Impresionados por la sencillez de estas circunstancias,
nos sentimos inspirados a adorar la profunda humildad
de Dios que nos invita, pero nunca nos obliga, a
responderle con fe.

EVANGELIZAR )

Aunque no podemos saber con exactitud por qué
Dios decidié organizar los acontecimientos de esta
manera, la segunda lectura de hoy nos da una pista:
«Porque habéis muerto —escribe san Pablo—, y vuestra
vida esta escondida con Cristo en Dios». Este mundo
que consideramos nuestro hogar, y todo lo que nos viene
a la mente cuando decimos «mi viday, son solo sombras
de la vida que se encuentra solo en Cristo. Al igual que
los discipulos del Evangelio, debemos mirar mas alla de
las apariencias externas de nuestras vidas mundanas y a
veces dolorosas y, con los ojos de la fe, poner nuestra
esperanza en la verdadera vida que viene de Dios. jPero
cuantas veces lo olvidamos! jCuantas veces vivimos
como si este mundo fuera todo lo que existiera, sin
esperanza de vida eterna!

Nosotros, igualmente, debemos
desear y buscar su vida, dejando de lado todo lo que no
nos lleve a él.
